· Title Page that contains title, author and picture of the subject

· Early adult life that may include education, marriage and family

· Major accomplishments that include an explanation of how these have affected the world

· Include memorable quotes

· Conclusion that includes a statement of this person's accomplishments

· Bibliography that includes at least one book, one encyclopedia and one internet site
