Slide 4 - Picture of person with quote
Slide 5 - Major accomplishments
Slide 6 - Any important awards
Slide 7 - Bibliography of 3 sources:  one book, one encyclopedia, one internet site

	Sequencing of Information 
	Information is organized in a clear, logical way. It is easy to anticipate the type of material that might be on the next card.

	All sources are accurately documented, but many are not in the desired format.   Student has included one of the required three sources.
	Some sources are not accurately documented.   Student has not included a bibliography.

	Originality 
	Presentation shows considerable originality and inventiveness. The content and ideas are presented in a unique and interesting way. 
	Presentation shows some originality and inventiveness. The content and ideas are presented in an interesting way. 
	Presentation shows an attempt at originality and inventiveness on 1-2 cards. 
	Presentation is a rehash of other people's ideas and/or graphics and shows very little attempt at original thought. 

	Spelling and Grammar 
	Presentation has no misspellings or grammatical errors. 
	Presentation has 1-2 misspellings, but no grammatical errors. 
	Presentation has 1-2 grammatical errors but no misspellings. 
	Presentation has more than 2 grammatical and/or spelling errors.
