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6th Grade Social Studies
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The major focus in the seventh grade is a cultural area study of the Americas, Europe and Oceania.  The geographic environment, historical, political, economic and cultural developments are explored.  Important threads to be studied include ethnic patterns, cultural expressions of values through the arts, geographic nations in the past and in the modern era.  Case studies of selected countries will highlight the themes.  The Social Studies Skills include information processing, problem solving, time and chronology, and map and globe skills.  These will be introduced, reinforced and expanded to the appropriate level and be taught within the context of the content.

OBJECTIVES:  Content Standards

1 – Research Skills – Students will demonstrate the use of analytic-scientific procedures in visual, oral and written presentations by formulating questions, gathering and analyzing data, interpreting findings and reporting conclusions.

2 – Culture – Students will demonstrate knowledge of cultures and cultural diversity.

3 - History – Students will research, analyze chronological relationships, and assess the ways human beings view themselves over time.
4 – Civics – Students will examine the development of local, state, national government and international law as well as civic ideals and practices.

5 – Geography – Students will examine the development of people, places and the environment and use that knowledge to develop possible solutions to world problems.

6 – Economics – Students will apply economic concepts and reasoning when evaluating historical and contemporary development and events.
